The First Assistant Engineer is responsible for
following established safety practices while performing assigned duties to protect self, co-workers
and the public from personal injury and to prevent damage to Authority property. The First Assistant
Engineer will be required to abide by all rules and regulations for operating passenger vessels. This
position is a bargaining unit position that is represented by the Marine Engineers’ Beneficial
Association (MEBA).

o May be required to attend shipyard with Port Engineer and act as his/her representative as
needed at remote locations and may be for extended periods of time
